Who can come? Auditions are open to any EP student in grades 4-8.  No experience 
necessary!  
When are auditions?  Auditions are on Sunday, December 7th from 4-6 p.m. in the 
auditorium at EPCHS.  Please enter through door N2 on the 99th Street side of the school. 

What will auditions be like? Auditionees will be asked to sing a short song of their choice 

(1 verse is plenty, no more than 1 minute long.)  Then they will learn a short dance routine.  

Students should wear gym shoes to auditions. 

What’s the show? This year’s production is “Seussical.”  It’s a combination of all of 
your favorite Dr. Seuss stories rolled into one crazy production!  Our elementary and 
junior high cast members will be featured in Whoville.  The music is fantastic and the 
production is going to be a blast!  Fun for the whole family! 

What is the time commitment? Elementary/junior high cast members will need to 
attend rehearsals on Sundays from 4-6 p.m. from December 14-February 1.  The 
rehearsal on February 8th will run from 4-7 p.m.  Finally, we will rehearse every day 
during “Tech Week”, which is the week of February 15th.  There are NO conflicts 
allowed during tech week.  A detailed schedule will follow. 

When are the performances? Performances are February 20 and 21 at 7 p.m. and 
February 22nd at 2 p.m.  There will be a character lunch available on February 22nd. 

What is the cost and what does it include? All cast members will need to submit a $50 
costume fee to participate.  This will cover all costume pieces except shoes (which will 
likely be white gym shoes).  There is no participation fee for this production. 

Are there any other hidden costs? Tickets for the production itself will be $6 for adults and 
$5 for students/senior citizens. A show t-shirt will be available for purchase as an optional 
souvenir.
